Meeting of the board

June 12,2005

The meeting was called to order at 9:30 a.m. with the chalice lighting by Frank Herbert.

Board Members present were: Huey Mitchell, President elect, Betty Golding Music Director elect, Barbara Cavin Secretary elect, Frank Herbert, President,.

New Board Member orientation proceeded.

Minutes from previous board meeting were read, presented , and approved. 

One correction was voted to be included int the previous minutes. Austin proposed that the previous minutes clarify the fact that in the discussion regarding a “kitchen” that the minutes reflect that the area will be a food serving area. There will be no oven, stove or open flame present. Hence forth the area referred to as “kitchen” refers to the food serving area.

Voting members present approved this correction to the previous minutes.

Old Business:

Members previously awarded assignments by the board (i.e. Julie to be grounds committee) are to continue in those roles.

Huey is to continue follow-upon the 501C3 status. Betty Golding read a letter from UUA stating that we are afforded tax exempt status under the UUA umbrella. 

Huey will continue to follow our own Texas tax exempt status per approval by the previous Board.

Note that our Articles of Incorporation have been updated to suit the Texas Secretary of State’s guidelines.

Budget: Huey Mitchell has revised the budget presented at the Congregational Meeting to reflect the approved line item: Reserve Fund monthly contribution of $175.00.

New Business:

Julie Hart has requested employment as the official housekeeper. Voting members present approved. Julie will “deep clean” the building monthly.

Huey Mitchell is to create a membership committee. He will be appointing members.
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Carol Peaster will be in charge of telephone response. She will be checking into a viable anser system that can be remotely checked. Carol will be checking the answer machine daily and responding to appropriate calls.

Budget item: New brochures about UU of Longview have been developed/edited by Betty Golding. Board members voted to provide for the printing cost of the brochures of  the checking account.

Vote on disbursements from Reserve Fund: The board approved that any monies taken from the official reserve fund must be presented to the board and if approved by the board, then taken to the congregation for a vote of approval.

Special recognition: The board all agreed to give Helen Ausman special recognition for years of dedicated service as the bookkeeper. Her contribution to the Fellowship is immeasurable.

The Fellowship is still in need of a R.E. leader. Anyone with ideas needs to contact Jessica Noble. Michael and Meredith will be leaving in early August.

As Carol Peaster develops the answer machine program, she is to organize a system (phone tree) with which to notify members incase of important issued or emergencies in the congregation.

Betty Golding is to keep the bulletin board in the front updated. The financial report and board minutes may be posted there.

Huey is to get with Jay Noble about electronic access to the checking account in order to get bills paid.

Huey is to monitor the situation with the parking lot chain being cut last week. We all need to be vigilant to see why people continue to trespass. ( No religious connotation intended). The situation will be reported to police.
